The Canadian Parents for French – Delta Chapter – and the Delta School District are pleased to host once again the local Concours d’art oratoire.

Your child will be participating in a French public speaking competition called the Concours d’art oratoire and will need your support and encouragement to do his/her best for the preparation of the Concours.

The objective for the students to participate in the Concours d’art oratoire is to stimulate the interest of students in speaking French and to allow them to use the language in a meaningful way outside of the classroom. It makes us all proud when we are able to send our Delta students to the provincial and national levels.

In May of every year, Canadian Parents for French – BC & Yukon Branch hosts the Provincial Concours d’art oratoire. The CPF Concours d’art oratoire offers hundreds of prizes to participants: university scholarships (up to $20 000), trips to Ottawa, books, medals, merchandise, cash and more. First place winners from the Delta School District will then continue to the provincial Concours on May 2nd, 2020, which will take place at SFU Surrey Campus. The finalists from the provincial Grade 12 levels in each category will enjoy an experience of a lifetime to compete nationally in Ottawa.
